Global Warming

Global warming occurs when carbon dioxide (CO,) and other air pollutants and greenhouse
gases collect in the atmosphere and absorb sunlight and solar radiation that have bounced oft
the Earth’s surface. Normally, this radiation would escape into space—but these pollutants,
which can last for years to centuries in the atmosphere, trap the heat and cause the planet to
get hotter. That's what's known as the greenhouse effect.

SPACE Research: The Indian space program began in 1962. In 1969 the Indian space Research
Organization (ISRO) was set up by Prof. Vikram Sarabhai as

chairman and headquartered in Bangalore (presently Bengaluru) for

the purpose of rapid development of space technology and its

application. In 1972, space commission was established. In 1975,

India launched its first satellite, Aryabhata, and thus entered the

space age.

The satellite launching station has been established at
Sriharikota in Andhra Pradesh.

Atomic Energy : The Atomic Energy Commission was
established on 3 August 1948 in Mumbai. Dr Homi ] Bhabha
was the first chairman of this commission. This commission
is responsible for application of atomic research for a peaceful
purpose.

The Government of India created the Atomic Energy Establishment,
Trombay (AEET) on 3 January 1954. But after Homi Jehangir Bhabha’s death the centre was
renamed as the Bhabha Atomic Research Centre (BARC) on 22 January 1967.

On 3 June 1998 BARC got hacked by hacktivist group milwOrm, consisting of teenagers from the
United States, United Kingdom and New Zealand. They downloaded classified information,
defaced the website and deleted data from servers.
